 Label all supplies with your child’s first and last name, but know that supplies may be 
 used by the entire classroom community at Teacher discretion. 

 ●  2  plastic  folders with  pockets and prongs  (one blue  and one yellow) 
 ●  2 pack (4 count)  EXPO  dry erase markers 
 ●  4 boxes of 24  Crayola  crayons 
 ●  1 pair of  Fiskars  scissors, if your child is left  handed please make sure they have lefty 

 scissors. 
 ●  48  SHARPENED  Ticonderoga  pencils (no mechanical pencils)  *You can purchase 

 already sharpened!)  No need to label each pencil! 
 ●  4 large  Elmer’s  glue sticks 
 ●  1 pack of pencil top erasers (also known as cap erasers) 
 ●  1 Highlighter 
 ●  1 package clear, 3 hole page protectors with top opening (20pk) 
 ●  Change of clothes labeled with child’s name - to be changed seasonally 
 ●  1 small  sport-top  water bottle labeled with your child’s  name (should go home and 

 return daily) no water bottles that can pour out. 
 ●  1  value-sized  box Quart-sized ziploc bags with slide-able  zipper part on top 
 ●  ** 1 pair of inexpensive, WIRED personal headphones with a 3.5mm headphone jack 

 (compatible with iPad),  labeled with your child’s  name.  Do not send in wireless 
 earbuds! These may need to be replaced during the year.  **IMPORTANT** 

 ●  1 pack of Clorox or Lysol Wipes 
 ●  1 pump bottle of hand sanitizer 
 ●  2 boxes of tissues
